	Learning another language – tips for students
0 Learning a foreign language is not easy 1 because we have to remember many new words and use structures that are very different from the ones we use in our own language.  2 However, there are ways to help us remember and to become better communicators in a foreign language.

3 One way to remember is by leaving stickers on objects in the house. Every time you open the fridge, you 4 will see the word ‘fridge’ to remind you how to say it in English.  You could also write irregular verb forms and put them 5 up where you have breakfast or by your bed.  But be careful it doesn’t stop you 6 sleeping!
If you need to practise speaking but don’t have anyone to speak to, 7 why don’t you speak to yourself?  Some people 8 may think you are mad but if you wait until you are on your own, it is good practice to learn to speak faster.  To help you with your pronunciation, you could listen to an audio book and read aloud at the 9 same time.  It is better to listen first and read in silence then 10 when you feel more confident, you can read aloud.  You will also improve your listening skills in this way.
What 11 about using the internet to listen to the radio or read websites.  You can also watch films in their original version and some DVDs have an option to show the subtitles in the original language.  This is 12 better than reading the subtitles in your own language because you only 13 have to worry about one language and so there are 14 fewer distractions.
